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REDD+ Roadmap Taskforce Workshop, Mongolia, on 13 Sept 2011: Workshop Report

Purpose of Workshop

At the invitation of the Forestry Agency of the Ministry of Nature, Environment and Tourism
(MNET) in Mongolia, a workshop to discuss a proposal to establish a REDD+ Roadmap
Taskforce was held in Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia on 13 September 2011. The workshop was
conducted jointly by the Forestry Agency, the UNDP Country Office, Mongolia, and the UN
REDD Programme / UNDP Asia-Pacific Regional Centre.

Workshop objectives

The objectives of the workshop were:
9 To raise awareness of REDD+ among key stakeholders in Mongolia;
9 To inform participants of the role of the UN REDD Programme; and
9 To discuss the proposal by the Forestry Agency to establish a REDD+ Roadmap

Taskforce in Mongolia, and to obtain feedback on the proposal.
Participants

A broad range of stakeholders from government, civil society, donors and development
partners (including Forest User Groups, local governments, and the private sector) were

invited to attend the workshop, with 49 invitees actually attending on the day.

Summary of workshop

The Director of the Forestry Agency, Ms Tungalag, opened the workshop, welcoming

Proposal by Forestry Agency Director to establish REDD+ Taskforce

The afternoon session focussed on the process for establishing a REDD+ Roadmap Taskforce
in Mongolia. The Director of the Forestry Agency introduced participants to the provisions
of a draft Ministerial decree by the Minister for Nature, Environment and Tourism to
establish a REDD+ Roadmap Taskforce. The taskforce membership was discussed by all
participants. Participants then broke into three working groups to consider particular

elements of the proposed Roadmap.

Various comments were made by participants in response to this proposal including:

9 Suggestions that additional people be added to the Taskforce, including:

representatives from local communities (although it was acknowledged that this

might involve difficulties in attendance due to distance and travel and it was also

noted by the Director of the Forestry Agency that they do not have a unified

organisation representing these communities); a representative from the CDM; a

representative from the business sector; a representative from community forest

partnerships (as these are not represented by the Mongolian Environmental Civil

Council); a suggestion that the environment units of aimags could represent local

communities; a representative from emergency management for forest fire issues;

the Rangeland Pasture Management Association (suggested by ADB);

1 The importance of the Taskforce engaging in regional and local consultations on the

proposal to engage with REDD+

1 Avrequest for a glossary of REDD+ terminology for Taskforce members.

Following this discussion, the Director agreed to consider all of these suggestions and to

propose to the Minister that three additional members be added to the Taskforce.

Ms Ogle (Consultant UN REDD/ UNDP) noted that the Taskforce would be asked to prepare
material through working groups for the Roadmap, and that there would be a further
mission and national level workshop held in November 2011 to review the work of the
Working Groups and to identify the next steps required. There may also be a regional

consultation held in November 2011 in Selenge Aimag.

The Director of the Forestry Agency noted that there was much work to do to develop a
REDD+ programme in Mongolia and undertook to have the REDD+ Roadmap Taskforce

formally established and to convene the Taskforce.
